Criteria:
Award winner was outstanding enough in sport of choice to be awarded a scholarship to four (4) year college or university directly from Santa Ynez High School.

Award winner must have continued education to graduation and participated in the sport he or she was awarded a scholarship for (injury that would shorten athletic participation during this period is not reason from disqualification from receiving this award as long as college degree is awarded).

Student athlete that goes to junior college and then finishes at a four (4) year college or university, receiving degree from the four (4) year school, and participated in high school sport at the junior college and four (4) year college or university, is also eligible for this award.

Student athlete who is recruited to a four (4) year college or university that does not offer athletic scholarship but scholastic assistance is eligible to receive this award, provided the athlete participates in sport that he or she excelled in at Santa Ynez High School during his/her college or university career to graduation.

Student athlete who goes directly to a four (4) year college or university from Santa Ynez High School where no scholarships are awarded, “walks on” and participates in the sport that he or she excelled in at Santa Ynez High School, is also eligible to receive this award, providing degree is earned.

Award winner becomes eligible to be honored three (3) years following graduation for college or university.
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
